	The strategy that the school has adopted is one of focusing any money directly on improving pupils’ outcomes through high quality teaching and interventions. We do not and will not isolate these pupils teaching them alongside their peers for the majority of the time supplemented with individual interventions to suit individual needs. It is important for their self-esteem that they can achieve alongside their peers some of whom are not in this group but have similar needs. More able PP pupils are identified and work alongside their peers to ensure they achieve their very best. This strategy has been effective for St. Anne’s and other children within the school.  Our inspection in March 2024 also reflects this:
“Pupils achieve well.  The curriculum is designed so all pupils can access the learning and build on what they already know.”
We analyse the performance of all children on a termly basis and make any changes as necessary. Money will not be spent on other aspects such as paying to attend breakfast club or for school trips. The school has other funding streams to ensure that these aspects are covered.  This strategy continues to be successful.

We will achieve this through targeted teaching, personalised curriculums and booster work, where applicable.

There is a big focus on reading and phonics, particularly in KS1 and EY because of low starting points.

	19% of PP children are on the SEN register therefore the SENCo/Asst. will work with the class teachers to monitor the SEN/PP children.

	Have employed 2 specialist teachers in French and Science to allow Class Teachers more time to monitor progress, identify gaps and implement strategies to overcome them to ensure targeted/focused lessons in English and Maths.


	We have a small number of disadvantaged children in each year group. Work is set according to needs and abilities.  Additional interventions are also in place. This has had a positive effect the progress of disadvantaged children and other children in the cohorts, regardless of ability.

	Our Mental Health Lead has organised a number of events. These have had a very positive effect on well-being (including gaining the well-being award for our school).   Relax Kids is very beneficial and will remain in place.  We run ‘Bake and Create’ sessions, which the children love, to promote self-esteem and success.  We also encourage children to attend our annual book fair with disadvantaged pupils receiving a book token to purchase a book for themselves and in-school music lessons can be fund to support their attendance and wellbeing.

We have 2 trained ELSAs that have worked successfully with those who have needed support and this will continue this academic year.

We have one trained TALA member of staff.  They will continue to provide initial support before ELSA is introduced (if necessary).
