General class information:


Water bottles: please ensure your child has a bottle in school everyday filled with fresh water.  Water bottles can be refilled during the day.


PE:  Our lessons are on Wednesdays and Fridays. If your child has earrings, please supply tape to cover the earrings.  Hair needs to be tied up. Please can you check your child’s PE shoes as their feet often grow quickly and they are then uncomfortable in their PE shoes.


Homework: Homework is set on a Friday and collected in on a Wednesday. Spellings are set on a Friday and are collected in on a Friday. Children should be practicing their spellings daily in preparation for their spelling test every Friday.
