Dear Parents, 

I would like to take this opportunity to warmly welcome you and your child back to school after what was hopefully a restful Easter break. All of the children have settled back into the routines of school brilliantly and are eager to make the most of their final term in Year 5.  This term we will visiting QMC and Basing House.  We will need one parent helper for QMC on Friday 12th May – am only and three parent helpers for Basing House on Tuesday 11th July (9.15am-3.00pm).  Please let the office know if you are able to help.

General Class Information

This term, the class will continue to be supported by Mrs. O’Connor as our Teaching Assistant and Mrs. Semlyen as our cover teacher.

PE Times

Our PE lessons are scheduled to take place on Fridays and Wednesdays. Please send your child into school on both Wednesday and Friday in PE kit (school house t-shirt and jumper, navy shorts/track suit bottoms/leggings and trainers). 

Our day for football in the MUGA is Monday.  Children need trainers to wear in the MUGA but must not be worn to school.  Trainers can be brought in a bag and placed in their locker at school. They are welcome to leave these trainers in their locker if they wish, in case an extra MUGA session crops up another day in the week.

Attendance/Lateness 
Good attendance remains a top priority in school. Excellent attendance has a positive impact on our children's learning and our curriculum is packed with lots of learning. Missing school can mean missing crucial learning. The children love it when we win the attendance fish during celebration and our class aim to have them to look after regularly! Please make sure all the children are in school by 8.45am prompt and are not late. Thank you. 

Homework

Your child will continue to receive a variety of weekly homework tasks, including a combination of Maths, spellings, reading comprehension and times tables practice. Your child will receive a weekly pack of homework each Friday, which is to be returned by the following Wednesday. Some of these tasks will be set online using Google Classroom/Education City and it is expected that time on Times Tables Rock Stars will form a part of weekly homework. Please let us know if you are having issues accessing this at home, login details are provided for all children in Homework books. To check on their progress in this area of learning, the children will have weekly spelling and times table tests. 

Please ensure that your child carries out his/her responsibility of completing homework on time: often it will be in preparation for future lessons, or consolidation of lessons that have recently been taught. 

Reading

Whole Class Reading lessons make up an important part of our curriculum. During Year 5, we will use a variety of text work to develop your child’s reading skills (Eg: comprehension of a text, ability to make a prediction or to infer) through weekly whole class lessons and smaller group sessions, where necessary. 

Reading remains a part of weekly homework. If applicable, your child will continue to work their way through the relevant colour banded books, which can be changed on a daily basis. All children will continue to be given the opportunity to select a book to read for pleasure from our Library. These can be changed every Thursday. Some children, who have been identified as ‘Free Readers’, will be able to select two books form the library – one (fiction book) will be their reading book, with the second book being purely for their enjoyment. 

Please encourage your child to read a part of one of their books with you for at least 20 minutes each day. Reading Diaries should be in school every day and will be checked every Tuesday to ensure that regular reading is taking place and being recorded. 

Water Bottles

It is important for your child to bring a water bottle into school every day; it is helpful if these are named. 

Home School Communication

If you need to communicate with the school, your child’s blue ‘Home School Communication Book’ can be used. It may also be used for the teacher to write down any information, so please ensure that your child brings it into school every day. Alternatively, you are of course welcome to contact the school office to arrange a telephone appointment. 

Please find attached curriculum information sheets to give you a small insight into some of the activities your child will be doing this term. I hope that you find this information useful.
