This includes reading, spellings and either a Maths, Literacy, RE or topic related task.
Homework will be given out on Fridays and must be returned, completed, on the following Wednesday. Spelling tests on homework words will continue to take place on Wednesdays. 
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Reading

Please make sure you continue to record and sign when you have read with your child at home. Diary checks take place on Wednesday mornings.

It is very important at this age that your child practise his/her reading as often as possible to improve fluency and understanding. Please encourage your child to read their individual/home reader. Questioning them about what they have read will also help improve comprehension. 

Reading books will be read in school, with a focus on decoding, reading with expression (prosody) and comprehension. The children will then be able to bring the book home to read to their parent/carer. Books will be collected up on a Wednesday (when homework is due in) and a new book issued.
Please note – reading books should be in book bags EVERY day please. We will be unable to issue the children with the next reading book, if they do not have the current reading book in school.

We will also be reading in whole class sessions. These lessons will focus on comprehension, retrieval and inference skills and help the children learn how to record answers to written questions.

Our school library will also provide a book for your child to read at his/her leisure. Library day is Thursday, so please make sure you child has his/her book in school this day to either renew or exchange.

All reading books/diaries must be brought to school daily. Thank you
