                Curriculum Information: Spring Term 2023

	Writing: We will base our writing around our class novel ‘Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s stone’, and write narratives, letters, poems and newspaper reports.  
Punctuation: We will be looking at the correct use of more sophisticated punctuation e.g colons, semi-colons, dashes and brackets.  
Sentence: The children will be focusing on using advanced structures such as the passive voice and subjunctive mood.  

	We will be looking at fractions, decimals and percentages, ratio, algebra, measures, statistics; problem solving and reasoning. We will also complete SATs revision and weekly booster sessions.

	We take a closer look at the Christmas story after the birth of Jesus, followed by Revelation, Lent and Holy Week

Revelation: How do the examples of Jesus’ followers guide us today?

Lent: How can we use Lent to change ourselves for the better?

Holy Week: What would we have done if we were in the Garden of Gethsemane?’
	Our first topic for spring is Evolution and Inheritance. The children will learn to recognise that living things have changed over time and to recognise the role of adaptation.

Later, the children will learn about Human Biology. They will learn to identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and understand healthy lifestyle choices.

	Spreadsheets: This unit aims to put 2Calculate to
practical use as a tool for computational modelling and problem solving in the ‘real world’. Children will explore the practical application
of a spreadsheet in more detail.

Blogging: This unit of work uses the Purple Mash tool 2Blog and is designed to help children learn the basic principles of creating and maintaining a blog in a controlled and safe environment.

Text Adventures: This unit follows on from the Year 6 Coding unit. 2Code is used within this unit, and it is assumed that children have completed the coding unit to understand the coding concepts referred to in this unit.
	History and Geography are enquiry-based subjects.  Children start with a key question and work throughout the unit to answer this key question.

Geography: Fair Trade. Why is Trade fair?

History: Mayans. Why did the ancient Maya change the way they lived?


	French: Children will be learning to pronounce different occupations and describing a house, linking to the Easter Festival.

Music: Opera, To further develop instrumental skills and techniques and perform simple parts with accuracy and with awareness of pitch, metre and balance.

	DT: Making British Dishes
Children learn about and make some national English savoury dishes, having the opportunity to follow recipes and taste different cuisines.
