	· Easter – We learn about the Easter Story and explore the effect of the resurrection on Jesus’ followers, with a focus on Thomas. We investigate the key question: How can we share and use what we learn about Easter to help others? 
· Pentecost – We examine the nature of the promise made by Jesus to send his Spirit. We learn that Pentecost is the birthday of the Church. We explore the link between Pentecost and Confirmation. We will investigate the key question: What promise did Jesus keep at Pentecost?
· Sacraments – The purpose of this unit is to enable the children to develop their understanding of what a sacrament is. This understanding is developed through exploration of what happens during the Sacraments of Baptism, Matrimony and the Eucharist. We investigate the key question:  How do promises and symbols help us to better understand the Sacraments?
· Other faiths: We will learn about the Hindu feast of Holi.
	· Plants –To know the basic needs of plants and to observe and describe seeds and bulbs maturing
· Experiments/observations with seeds, watching them grow in different conditions
· Science Day
· Living things and their habitats – Consolidate understanding of the differences between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive. 
· The role farms play in the food chain and how important they are.
· To begin comparing global habitats with local ones
