How to Apply for a place at St Joseph’s Catholic Primary School

1. Complete the Local Authority Application Form of where you are resident, for Hampshire residents this is available online at www.hants.gov.uk/admissions. Should you wish you may request a paper copy from the school office.   Information about starting school for Year R applicants and other admissions information can be found on the following Hampshire County Council website:

2. If you are applying for a place at the school on faith grounds, you must collect and     

complete a school Supplementary Information Form which should be returned back to 
the school.  These are available on the school website and also from the school office.  Forms will be available from 1st November 2019.
Depending on the basis of your application, the check list below might provide a helpful prompt for the evidence you will need to provide before returning your Supplementary Information Form.

1) You have completed the Supplementary Information Form in full


2) You have completed the Local Authority School Application Form
in full


3) Original Baptismal Certificate/Letter of Reception into Church or                       Dedication Certificate/Letter from your Faith Leader is attached 

4) A Letter of Appointment from a Serving Member of Staff

5) A Posting Order/Letter is attached confirming move of UK Service 
Personnel or Crown Servant

6) A letter from a Solicitor is attached confirming exchange of contracts or 

a signed copy of a tenancy agreement for a rental property.

7) Legal confirmation of Adoption/Residence Order/Care Order

Frequently Asked Questions

1. If my child has attended Nursery/Pre-school will he/she automatically be given a 
place at the School?

No the Nursery/Pre-school is independent of the School and places are offered in 
strict accordance with the School’s Admission Arrangements.
2. What happens if I cannot find the relevant evidence to support my application?

We will be unable to place your application within a category according to our Admission Arrangements.
3. Can I supply a letter of support from my priest/minister?

If you wish to supply a letter of support we would be pleased to accept it although 
letters of support from a priest/minister will have no bearing on the application.

4. Can I include a copy of my child’s birth certificate when I forward my Supplementary   

    Information Form?

A Birth Certificate should not be included with the Supplementary Information Form however should your application be successful, we will request one at a later date.
5. What happens after I have completed my Supplementary Information Form and 
Local Authority Application Form?
You will receive a letter from the school to acknowledge your Supplementary
Information Form and also the Local Authority Application Form.
Entry will normally be once a year each September.

6. Do I have to fill out a Local Authority Application Form 
Yes, you must complete this form and return it before midnight on Wednesday 15th

January 2020.
7. Why do I have to fill out a Local Authority Application Form?

All schools are obliged to have a common entry form to comply with legislation.  
Without this form a place cannot be offered to your child.
8. What is the closing date for the Supplementary Information Form?
The closing date for the Supplementary Information Form is midnight on Wednesday
 the 22nd January 2020.
9. How do you allocate places?

Places are allocated strictly in accordance with the School’s Admissions Criteria.  Please see enclosed Admissions Arrangements.

10.  When will I find out if my child has gained a place?

Parents will be informed by Hampshire County Council on Thursday the 16th April 
2020.
11.  When will I find out to what class my child has been allocated?

Children are not allocated classes until the last half term of the school year.  Parents 
will be informed on the morning of their child’s visit to the school.
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
