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This booklet contains information that will help with the transition from year 5 to year 6. This will be an important year for pupils as they prepare for the challenges of secondary school. We would ask that you go through this booklet with your child so that they are clear about the expectations from the outset. The children in Year Six have many privileges, but in return for these they have to meet high expectations.
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Appearance

We expect the children to be role models and examples to the younger pupils. We encourage parents to support us in ensuring that children have suitable hairstyles and wear their uniforms in a manner appropriate to their age. School ties must be worn and correctly adjusted, shoes must be black, shirts tucked in, top buttons done up and skirts must be of a suitable length. Blazer must be worn daily and jewellery, nail varnish and make-up are not permitted. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Clarity on earrings: Pupils are permitted to wear small studs on condition that they are able to remove them for PE lessons. Please avoid having your child’s ears pierced during term time as they will not be permitted to do PE if they cannot remove their earrings.

Punctuality

Arrive at school on time and make sure you are always on time to registration and lessons. You may not enter the classrooms before school or during break times except by arrangement with your class teacher. Year 6 pupils enter their classrooms via the outside doors are not allowed to walk through reception.

Organisation

Bring the correct equipment and books to school: pencil case, reading book, homework, PE kit. The year 6 pupils have use of the 3G pitch on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays. They may only wear trainers on the 3G pitch. It is recommended that pupils keep a pair of named trainers at school permanently. School shoes must also be named and they must be worn to and from school every day.

All pupils must have their own fully equipped pencil case: 3 HB pencils, 3 black pens, glue sticks, coloured pencils, eraser and canister sharpener. Can we please request that the pencil case is reasonably SMALL as it has to fit inside a school drawer. It is absolutely essential that you have your pencil case at school every day (we recommend that it be left at school to avoid forgetting it at home). Please bear in mind that equipment does ‘run out’ and will need to be replenished every so often, in particular, glue sticks.

As a reminder, for PE children should have the following:
· A house-colour T-shirt.
· A pair of blue shorts.
· Socks and plimsolls/trainers (suitable for outdoor games).
· A track suit for outdoor winter games.

Expectations around school

In order to maintain good working attitudes, the highest standards of behaviour will be expected. We look to our oldest children to set an example to the younger children and we rely on them to carry out day-to-day duties which help us to run the school smoothly. We expect the following from all our pupils:
· Never drop litter.
· Never chew gum anywhere in school.
· Always leave your classroom tidy.
· No play fighting or wrestling.
· Take care not to damage any part of the buildings or school furniture or equipment.
· No phones in school.

Homework

· Homework will be set on DB Primary. 
· Homework is set for English, Spelling and Maths.
· It is expected that homework will be completed neatly in black pen, in the Homework Book - ready for Monday. 
· Spellings tests take place every Monday.  

The key stage 2 tests are timetabled from Monday 12 May to Thursday 15 May 2025. Please do not book holidays or appointments during this week. Children who miss a test cannot take it at another time and they will not be awarded a level.

Letters
Year 6 is an incredibly busy year and you can expect to receive a great deal of information, letters, forms, reply slips etc. Please try to keep on top of everything to avoid missing out.
